Evening Lecture 7:00 PM Space - Where Have 
We Been?  Where Are We Going? 
The space race was born of the technologies and tensions 
that developed during and after World War II.  When the 
United States beat the Soviet Union to the fi nish line on the 
moon, public and political interest in this highly techni-
cal (and expensive) program began to falter.  But human’s 
quest to explore, and the momentum of the glory days of 
the Apollo program gave birth to the development of the 
“most complex machine in the world”, the space shuttle. In 
the wake of the last space shuttle fi ght, Rick Hauck will il-
luminate where this journey started, and where it is headed. 
Frederick Hauck was named to the NASA astronaut corps 
in 1978. His fi rst fl ight assignment was as co-pilot aboard Challenger in 1983. Hauck is a 
Fellow of the Society of Experimental Test Pilots, the American Institute of Aeronautics and 
Astronautics, and the American Astronautical Society.  He has been inducted into the Astro-
naut Hall of Fame and is a National Associate of the National Academies.  He was granted an 
honorary Doctor of Public Service degree by Tufts University and was awarded Distinguished 
Service Medals by both NASA and the Department of Defense.

As part of the Starlight Festival, Peter Lord of the Island Astronomy Institute will demonstrate 
Peter Homer’s NASA Centennial Challenge winning “Space Glove,” which is used by astro-
nauts for maximum dexterity while working outside the shuttle.
